Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
     Our annual Forty Hour Devotion will take place 
after the 10:30AM Mass next Sunday, October 11, 
2020, and will conclude on Tuesday, October 13, 2020 
at 7:00PM with evening prayer. Fr. Michael Mullan, 
Parochial Vicar of St. Joseph in Aston, will be our 
homilist during this wonderful grace-filled time for our 
parish. 
     Also the Mass book for 2021 will open on Tuesday, 
October 20, 2020. More information about this will be 
forthcoming. 
     Today, at the 10:30AM Mass, we will celebrate 
First Holy Communion for those young parishioners 
whose First Communion was postponed because of 
COVID-19.  At this Mass, seven of our young parish-
ioners  will  receive  Our  Lord  in  their  First  Holy 
Communion. Two young parishioners already received 
their  First  Holy  Communion  earlier  this  year. We 
congratulate these nine boys and girls, along with their 
families. 
     In the words of Isaiah, God “looked for judgment, 
but see, bloodshed!” God looked “for justice, but hark, 
the outcry!” Judgment consists of right choices based 
on faith. Justice means to align everything with God’s 
plan of love. Our Gospel reading challenges us to be 
good stewards of our share of the Master’s vineyard. 
God has now placed the vineyard in our hands. We are 
all given vineyards consisting of the people, events, 
and circumstances of our lives that God has entrusted 
to our care. Whether these are painful, joyful, or am-
biguous, it is possible to bring forth fruit from them. 
The fruits of our work, in our own context, will show 
us to be sharers of God’s kingdom-or not. We exclude 
ourselves from that kingdom by hanging on to old 
guilt, cynicism, believe we that we are not good 
enough (perfectionism), or living on autopilot rather 
than with thanksgiving and celebration. We are tenants 
in His world, in His time; and we are allowed to use 
what He has given us both for our good and for His 
glory. Good stewards are grateful to God and return 
God’s generosity by laboring faithfully in the Master’s 
vineyard. Good tenants never mistake themselves for 
the vineyard owner and God’s disciples align them-
selves  with  the  Son  relying  on  Him  as  their  cor-
nerstone. We are called to bear good fruit. Can we look 
at how we use our time, our talents and our treasures 
and see evidence that we believe this? Are we grateful 
to God for the all He has done for us? And what does 
God see when He looks at His vineyard today? What 
have we produced? What return have we made on His 
investment in us? 
     Be assured of my prayers and I ask you to pray for 
me.

THE GIFT OF THE REIGN OF GOD 
 Matthew’s Gospel today expands on Isaiah’s 
ballad considerably. A comparison with the same 
story in Mark’s Gospel clearly shows us that here 
the author is busy teaching this community of Jew-
ish Christians: “This is a story about Israel a long 
time ago; this is also a story about Jesus and the 
skeptical leaders.” 
 Jesus as much as told these Jewish leaders 
that they were the tenants who first stoned their own 
prophets. And he told the leaders they were the ten-
ants who would soon even dispose of him—Jesus—
and, in doing so, would forfeit their privileged place 
of presenting to the world the promised Messiah. 
 “And this,” says Matthew’s Gospel, “is a sto-
ry about you, the inheritors of what was first offered 
to Israel.” The reign of God was first opened to Isra-
el and is now given to the whole world, but it must 
be received as a gift. The first Christians are the new 
tenants in the vineyard. The deeper reality of the 
reign or kingdom of God is that it is available to 
everyone on the face of the earth—Israel included.
