NOTHING WILL STAND IN THE WAY 
 The  Jewish  people  who  had  gathered  in 

Jerusalem for the festival of Pentecost came from every 
corner of the world. They spoke many languages and yet 
were  drawn  to  hear  the  message  of  Christ  from  the 
disciples who had just experienced the outpouring of the 
Holy Spirit. They were astonished by what they heard—
not  only  the  message,  but  the  way  in  which  it  was 
conveyed,  in  their  own  language,  and  by   the   mes-
sengers,  people  whom  they  would  have considered 
ordinary and unremarkable, rather than the acknowledged 
religious leaders of their time. We, too, are called to share 
the love and mercy of Christ through word and action, 
even when we feel small and insignificant. We need only 
to  look  at  the  witness  and  experience  of  those  first 
disciples and all the saints who have preceded us to know 
that we are capable of much when we place our lives in 
God’s  hands.  Nothing   can  stand  in  the  way  of  the 
incredible love of God when we are filled with the power 
and presence of the Holy Spirit! 

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
Today we celebrate the birthday of the Church.  

Jesus’ mission takes on a new life as the Holy Spirit 
fills the faithful with gifts needed to continue Jesus’ 
work in the world.  Now it is up to us, the Church, to 
be the presence of Christ in the world.  

Pentecost culminates our 50-day celebration of 
the Easter Mystery. The first Sundays of the Easter 
season focused on the risen Jesus as the embodiment of 
the  paschal  mystery.  These  last  Sundays  move  the 
focus from Jesus to ourselves as His disciples.  All that 
Jesus  was  and  did,  the  Holy Spirit  empowers  us  to 
become and do. 

Pentecost celebrates the fulfillment of Jesus’ 
promise to send the Holy Spirit to the church to act as 
teacher, counselor, advocate, and helper – the one who 
will show us how to speak. The image of the disciples 
locked in the upper room out of fear is well known. 
Into that fearful situation, the Holy Spirit comes and 
touches the disciples so profoundly that they go out 
from their locked room, into the world, to proclaim 
Jesus Christ with courage and strength. They are no 
longer a slave to fear. The mighty wind and tongues of 
fire at Pentecost were outward signs of the change the 
Holy Spirit brought about in the disciples. They were 
the same women and men as before, but they suddenly 
had  the  courage  of  their  convictions.  They  were 
suddenly able to draw on their memories of Jesus. The 
Holy Spirit does not transform our personalities or fill 
us  with  new  information.  Rather,  the  Holy  Spirit 
enables us to be ourselves, and to reflect on what we 
have experienced from the Lord. We are courageous 
and confident because of this Gift we were sealed with 
in Confirmation. 

The varied gifts of the Holy Spirit come to our 
communities in different ways, but they all turn us into 
one Church with a mission to share the strength and 
peace of Christ with others. Because of the gifts of the 
Spirit, we can say that Jesus continues to live in us, 
enlightening our minds, strengthening our faith, and 
aiding our efforts to live and proclaim the Gospel.  

“Come  Holy  Spirit,  fill  the  hearts  of  your 
faithful, and kindle in them the fire of your love. Send 
forth your Spirit, and they shall be created. And you 
shall renew the face of the earth.” 

Now that we are nearing the end of the Easter 
Season, I believe that all the Easter donations have 
been made by now.  Our Easter collection total is 
$19,785.00. Thank you, thank you, thank you, for your 
generosity  and  support  to  the  Parish  in  our  recent 
Easter Collection.

                PROPERTY TAX REBATE 
  To help with the rising cost of living, you are reminded  
that   Pennsylvania   Property   Tax/Rent   Rebate 

Program applications are now available.  There are new guide-
lines which will permit individuals that qualify to receive a 
rebate between $250 and $650 from property taxes or rent 
paid  last  year.   Funding  for  this  rebate  program  is  made 
possible by the Pennsylvania State Lottery Fund and is a rebate 
that does not  have  to  be  repaid.   This  application  must  be  
filed  by Wednesday, June 30, 2021.  To qualify, you must be 
65 years of age or older, a widow or widower 50 years of age 
or older, or a disabled person 18 years or older.  Homeowners 
that have annual incomes of $35,000 or less and renters with 
annual incomes of $15,000 or less could qualify.  Only half of 
your  annual  Social  Security  or  SSI  income  is  counted 
toward the income guideline.  For more information or an 
application, call United Social Services, Monday through 
Friday, between 10AM  and  4PM  at  215-923-1900  and  a  
staff  member  will assist you.
