          KEEP PRAYING 
 St. Monica, whose feast we celebrate in 
August, is often known as “the persistent 
mother.”  She  watched  her  oldest  son, 
Augustine, turn his back on his Christian faith.  
 Monica was exasperated. For years she gave up talk-
ing directly to her son on the advice of a local bishop, 
who  told  her  that  it  was  better  to  talk  to  God  about 
Augustine then to Augustine about God. 
 The  mother  never gave up praying for her son. 
Eventually  Augustine  gave  up  his  wild  ways,  was 
baptized, and later ordained and named bishop of Hippo. 
St. Augustine went on to become one of the Church’s 
greatest scholars. 
 Today’s readings address the importance of persistent 
prayer. Abraham, in spite of trepidation that he is bother-
ing the Lord, continues to ask about the fate of Sodom 
and Gomorrah. Jesus, in Luke’s Gospel, tells his disciples 
to “ask and you will receive; seek and you will find; 
knock and the door will be opened to you” (Luke 11:9). 
This is our charge: keep praying. 

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
     In  today’s  Gospel  from  Luke,  one  of  the  
disciples asks Jesus, “Lord, teach us to pray just as 
John taught  his  disciples.” So  at  the  request  of  
the disciples, Jesus  teaches  them  and  all  future  
believers how to pray. In telling his followers to call 
God “Father,” Jesus makes it clear that they have to 
have an intimate relationship with the Creator. By 
instructing them to ask for what they need, Jesus is 
establishing a new way for his followers to address 
God. Jesus illustrates the need for persistence in 
prayer by telling the parable of the man at the door 
in the middle of the night. We also saw this in our  
first reading from Genesis. Abraham was very per-
sistent, “if  there  were  50  innocent  people…45 
innocent people… etc.”.  Jesus assures his disciples 
that, just as earthly parents will care for their off-
spring, God can be trusted to do what is best for 
those who pray. Abraham saw this in his persis-
tence with God. He experienced that God is more 
gracious than he could have ever imagined. God is 
greater and better than we humans can imagine. 
God doesn’t need us to tell him what we need.  
Prayer is not about informing God of our needs. 
Prayer is more for us than for God. God knows our 
condition better than we know it ourselves, but He 
wants us to express our faith and confidence in him 
through persistent prayer. How well do we pray?  
Do we recognize that God invites us into an inti-
mate relationship in which we see ourselves as his 
children and feel free to boldly ask for what we 
need? 
 Be assured of my prayers and I ask you to 
pray for me.
