Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
     This weekend we welcome Father Jeremy Morais, 
M.S., a La Salette Missionary, who will speak to us 
about the Missionary endeavors of his community.  
The second collection next weekend will be for this 
appeal. Thank you for your generosity. 
     God wants us to experience His infinite mercy and 
allow it to define our discipleship. He wants us to ex-
perience Him as He is so that we can live the life He 
planned for us.  Pope Francis writes: “Mercy is the 
first attribute of God. The name of God is mercy. 
There are no situations we cannot get out of; we are 
not condemned to sink into quicksand.” Experiencing 
and trusting in God’s mercy are the primary tasks of 
discipleship. 
     In our first reading from the Book of Genesis, 
God’s  mercy  is  relentless,  captured  in  the  divine 
dialogue  between  Abraham  and  God.  Abraham’s 
persistence  is  met  with  God’s  eagerness  to  grant 
mercy. Therefore, God’s response to those who call 
upon His name is first and foremost, mercy. God is 
far more preoccupied with finding even the slightest 
sign of goodness, holiness, and repentance than with 
being preoccupied about our sinfulness. There isn’t 
any sin that is too big for God’s mercy. The face of 
mercy is Christ Himself. Through Jesus, the mercy of 
God became flesh and tenderly embraced those most 
in need of reconciliation with God. Jesus offered sal-
vation to the world, not because of our own merit, but 
by God’s mercy. This reminds us that divine mercy is 
more about who God is than whether or not we are 
deserving. God wants us to experience divine mercy. 
Mercy is our daily bread. God offers us mercy daily, 
at every moment, right now, and we need it. He 
knows that we struggle daily with fear, anxiety, self-
hate, sin and shame. Each moment He wants to offer 
us His mercy and help. God never tires of forgiving 
us; it is we who get tired of asking for forgiveness. 
But God is patient and He waits for us always. Our 
Father invites us for our daily bread. With grateful 
hearts, we should gather around the Eucharist Table 
each week. 
     As disciples who receive the mercy of God, we 
are obligated to teach others about God’s mercy by 
the way we forgive and love.  
     Be assured of my prayers and I ask you to pray for 
me.

In 
Saint Luke’s Gospel, Jesus not only gives us words to use in 
our conversations with God (the Our Father), but also prom-
ises that God always listens to our prayers.
