Today is Catechetical Sunday, therefore, we thank and recognize all of our Catechists for their
dedication and support in sharing the faith with our young parishioners and R.C.I.A. candidates.

Our annual Forty Hours Devotion will take place after the 10:30AM Mass on October 13, 2024,
and will conclude on Tuesday, October 15, 2024, at 7:00PM with evening prayer.

Rev. Msgr. Joseph Nicolo, Pastor Emeritus of St. Helena Parish, Blue Bell, will be our homilist
during this wonderful grace-filled time for our parish.

In today’s Gospel from Mark, Jesus asked the disciples “Who do you say that I am?” Peter re-

sponded correctly by identifying Jesus as “the Christ.” Then Jesus explains that the Son of Man must suf-
fer greatly, be rejected, killed and rise after three days. On this account, Peter cannot accept Christ. Call-
ing Peter “Satan”, Jesus indicates that any would-be follower must embrace the cross and lose his life for
the Gospel. Jesus then explains what it means to be his disciples, “Whoever wishes to come after me must
deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me. For whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but who-
ever loses his life for my sake and that of the gospel will save it.” In other words, discipleship is follow-
ing Christ on the way of the cross. Therefore, as his disciples we must be willing to embrace suffering be-
cause following Christ will not be about pursuing glory, honor, fame and fortune. We have to be willing
to give up those pursuits in order to discover real life, the life of service, authenticity and unending joy;
and when we do, we actually gain life by losing life. But what we really lose is not life at all but the obsta-
cles to real life.
Be assured of my prayers. I ask you to remember me in your prayers.
